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Dear Parents,

As we all know, daily skill practice is the key to your child’s learning success. That is why your child will be given ELA/Reading homework on most weeknights. As I explained to your students on the first day of school, homework is to be taken very seriously. Starting the week of September 19, 2011, if your child comes to school without homework or a written excuse, they will receive a notice home stating they are being marked for one unexcused homework demerit. They will have to make up the homework for the following school day and bring it in with your signature. 3 unexcused homework demerits will result in a detention.

As I’m sure your child has already told you, I have given every ELA/Reading student in grades 6-8 a free homework pass as a welcome back to school gift. I advised the students to use them very wisely as they will only receive additional homework assignment passes for every 5 independent reading books that they complete. (When your child finishes an age-appropriate book, I will send them home with a very brief questionnaire on the reading they did, which I would like you to review and sign.)
